❖ Titolo del Programma di ricerca: Immigration management and health checks

❖ Descrizione (MAX 5000 CARATTERI SPAZI ESCLUSI): 
 

 

The issue of health checks of so-called migrants is a very delicate area of migration management 

policies. It lends itself, in fact, to being easily exploited politically for purposes that have nothing 

to do with the protection of the health of migrants themselves and Italian citizens, and that indeed 

risk backfiring on the health of the former. Nevertheless, it constitutes a crucial junction of the 

reception policies of the Italian State and, even before that, the authentic figure characterizing the 

welfare State.  

The risk of instrumentalization mentioned derives, on closer inspection, from the very "two-

headed" nature of the right to health, at the same time the fundamental right of the individual (in 

this case, of the migrant) and the interest of the community (in this case, the national community). 

These are – as the constitutional doctrine has long pointed out – two sides of the same coin, with 

respect to which the exaltation of one to the detriment of the other risks nullifying the overall 

meaning of this right. 

With regard to the subject of the research program, the dual face of the right to health emerges in 

all its delicacy, requiring a unitary and coordinated intervention at the state level, consistent with 

the recognition to the state legislature of exclusive competence in the field of immigration.  

In this perspective is placed the elaboration of the Guidelines on the health of migrants, called 

"Border controls. The frontier of controls", published in June 2017 and for which an update is 

planned in June 2023. The aforementioned one constitutes – by express definition – "a tool for 

social and health professionals, for health authorities and for stakeholders who participate in the 

system of assistance and reception of migrants and applicants for international protection, from the 

moment of their arrival and until the "taking charge" in the centers". 

The Guidelines respond to the fundamental need to overcome the localistic particularism 

determined by the difference in practices adopted in the various regional and local contexts. For 

this reason, the National Institute for the Promotion of the Health of Migrant Populations and for 

the Contrast of Poverty Diseases (INMP) has developed, in collaboration with the Istituto Superiore 

di Sanita (ISS) and the Società Italiana di Medicina delle Migrazioni (SIMM), a guidance document 

based on the internationally validated methodology applied in the National System of Guidelines 

of the ISS. The elaboration of these Guidelines started from the systematic review of the evidence 

available in the scientific literature, by a multidisciplinary panel of experts who, after public 

consultation, formulated recommendations to implement effective and appropriate care pathways, 

to protect these particularly disadvantaged people. 

It is, in essence, a set of recommendations similar to that developed in the other areas of medicine 

and which provides operators with practical guidance; nevertheless, it does not exempt them from 

"moving independently" according to the particularities of the case.  

These Guidelines are then flanked by other evidence-based documents on issues related to the 

health of migrants, selected as priorities starting from the indications of the regional representatives 

of the National Network coordinated by the INMP, experts in the sector and qualified stakeholders. 

With respect to this framework, only succinctly described, it is necessary to preliminarily verify 

how the chaotic regulatory production of recent years has been reflected, which – limiting ourselves 

to the period 2018-2022 – saw the entry into force first of two decree-laws, which moved in a very 

restrictive perspective of access to services by migrants, and then of a third decree-law,  which has 

expanded access to the so-called second reception system, without, however, restoring the pre-

existing regulatory framework. 

Then there is the great problem of the conservation of data acquired as a result of these health 

checks and their inclusion in the National Health System. It is, in fact, a fundamental amount of 



information to identify the health needs of migrants in the reception process and to calibrate the 

offer of health services differently. 

In this perspective, Doctoral students are required to have an adequate knowledge of the internal 

and supranational regulatory profiles that affect the subject in question, but equally fundamental is 

an experience in the field, alongside the operators who daily deal with the reception system. For 

this reason, a period of stay of the PhD student at the Office of Maritime Health of Messina, of the 

Ministry of Health, territorially competent for the management of the health checks mentioned 

above, is foreseen. 

At the same time, the period of stay abroad is provided for in some Municipalities of Malta, in 

order to allow a comparison with other experiences equally "frontier".
